Lord, Jesus Christ our God, who taught us to pray continually for one another, thus fulfilling your commandment  

and manifesting our desire for your mercy, in your compassion watch over and protect my husband (wife) for all seen and unseen 

enemies. Grant him (her) health and complete wisdom so that he (she) may fulfill all his (her) obligations according to your will and 

commandments. Protect him (her) from all temptations which he (she) does not have the strength to resist. Strengthen him (her) in 

the right faith and in perfect love, that we may live together in virtue, and direct our lives according to your precepts. For yours is the 

power and glory forever. Amen. We implore you, merciful Lord: Help us to remember that marriage is indeed holy, and strengthen 

the sanctity of our union. Shower your grace upon us so that we may live our lives in true faithfulness and love. Help us to 

understand and trust each other fully, keeping quarrels and arguments far from us. Bestow your blessings upon us, and in your 

mercy, count us worthy of your kingdom: for you are our sanctification, and we offer glory to you: to the Father and to the Son and 

to the Holy Spirit, now and ever and unto ages of ages.

Parent’s Prayer for their Children 
  

Lord our God, who is your wisdom created man from the earth and breathed the breath of life unto him, blessing him and saying; 

Be fruitful multiply, and fill the earth; and at Cana of Galilee, through your Only-begotten Son, you blessed the wedding, and thus 

also blessed the birth of children. In humility I call upon your goodness, asking that you unceasingly pour out your grace and have 

mercy on these children whom you have blessed me with. Fill them with wisdom and understanding.  

Protect them from all the visible and invisible snares of the evil one. Command your angels to every be with them and guide them 

toward good works, so that they may always praised and glorify you all the days of their lives. Amen. 

  

Prayers by St. Ephraim from his Spiritual Psalter 
  

I can control neither myself nor the enemy. Help me Lord! No one can heal my disease except He Who knows the depths of the 

heart. How many times have I set boundaries for myself and build walls between myself and sin! But my thoughts transgressed the 

boundaries and my will tore down the walls, for the boundaries were not secured by the fear of God, and the walls were not 

founded on sincere repentance. And again I knock at the door, that it may open for me. I do not cease to ask that I may receive 

what I request; and I know no shame in seeking Thy mercy, O Lord. O Lord, my Savior! Why has Thou forsaken me. Have mercy 

on me, O only Lover of mankind. Save me, a sinner, Thou only Sinless one. Wrench me from the mire of my iniquities, that I may 

not be forever sullied by them. Deliver me from the jaws of the enemy, who roars as a lion and desires to swallow me up. Rouse 

Thy strength and come, that Thou mightest save me. Beam Thy lightning and disperse his power, that he may be struck with fear 

and flee from Thy face, for he has not the strength to stand before Thee and before the face of those who love Thee. As soon as he 

perceives a sign of Thy grace, he is taken with fear of Thee and withdraws from such with shame. And now, O Master, save me, for 

I flee to Thee! 

  

Prayer for the Acceptance of God’s Will 
  

O Lord, I do not know what to ask of thee. Thou alone know what are my true needs.  Thou lovest me more than I myself know how 

to love. Help me to see my real needs which are concealed from me. I do not dare ask either for a cross or consolation. I can only 

wait on Thee. My heart is open to Thee. Visit and help me, for the sake of Thy great mercy. Strike me down and heal me; cast me 

down and raise me up. I worship in silence Thy Holy will and Thy unsearchable ways. I offer myself as a sacrifice to Thee. I have 

not other desire than to fulfill Thy Will.

For Thou alone art holy; Thou alone art mighty; Thou alone art 

immortal --- having unfathomable power against all things. And it is through Thee that every power is given against the Devil and 

his forces.
